Delicious desserts were shared at the meeting as we listened to our guest speaker Mathew Wilson PE present a
program on the Tacoma Power Cushman Hydroelectric Project on Hood Canal. He narrated a very interesting
history of the Dams built early in the 20th century, creating Lake Cushman and the power plants that today supply
Tacoma and the Key Peninsula with electricity. Mr. Wilson was involved in the new project to restore the salmon
run up river of the Dams. He showed a documentary of the installation of a specially designed fish elevator that has
just come on line March 2015. Thank you to Virgil Iverson for providing our speaker.

CONTRACTOR REPORTS

LIC Dockmaster: Lynn Carr reports that this last month had 12 visiting boats at the LIC Marina.

Dock.

LIC Rental Agent Lori Deacon was absent this meeting but had left word that the clubhouse was rented for an
upcoming wedding.

BOARD and COMMITTEE REPORTS

SECRETARY: Judy Riggs read exerts from the Evergreen Elementary School's 5th grader's thank you letters for

their LIC Scholarships to spring camp at YMCA Camp Seymour. We also received a thank you letter from the Gig
Harbor Canoe and Kayak Club, who had received a $500 donation from the LIC for being a part of our Down Key

Festival.

It was MSP to accept the April 2015 LIC General Membership Meeting minutes as written.

TREASURER: Jim Hettinger gave his financial report:

April revenue was below budget, mostly due to a quiet month for marina guest moorage. Even though total income
was lower than budgeted, expenses were also lower, making net profit higher than budgeted. YDT, net income is
$2,700 below budget.

The Dock Breakfast took in $565.00 in donations and $132.00 for the raffle, which makes total receipts of $697.00.
The expenses totaled $412.00, resulting in $285.00 net to the Club. At this event we sold $20.00 in Memorial Day
Dance tickets and $45.00 in memberships.

The annual bill for the LIC portion of the cost and maintenance of the Otto Water System (the Marina water supply)
is $2,295.00 and was paid in full.

MEMBERSHIP: Eloise Colbert was absent this meeting. Clark thanked our greeters Carolyn Wiley and Nancy Catrr.
He also thanked our hosts Dee and Dick Scharf.

EVENTS: Delia McGinnis reports that the Memorial Day Dance is ready to go. She offered Dance tickets for sale at
the meeting.

The Evergreen Elementary School has decided to cancel their planned extra performance at the LIC for the Down
Key Festival Lite. Instead, they will just have the one performance at the School. Since we are no longer donating
the LIC Hall to them for their extra performance, the Board decided to donate $1000.00 towards their program ($500
from LIC and $500 from the Angel Guild).

Delia said that the committee is working on plans for two upcoming summer events.

She reminded us that the June Meeting will be a BBQ put on by the LIC Board for the Membership. The event
starts at 6:00, earlier than usual. Bring a side dish and family and guests.
