LIC General Membership Meeting
August 17, 2016

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by Francie Carr, president.

CONTRACTOR REPORTS

Dockmaster: Lynn Carr observed that the past couple of months have been fantastic in terms of tran-
sient moorage. There is a slotted lock box at the Marina for guest moorage and payments. Two peo-
ple, with their separate keys, must be present to open the box. Francie has had another set of keys
made, which she and Clark will hold. The boxes will be checked twice a month in the summer and
once a month in the winter.

Rental Agent: Brenda Parodi was not present

BOARD REPORTS

Secretary: Jane Eiseman asked that the Minutes of the meeting of July 20, 2016 be accepted as writ-
ten. MSP. She mentioned notes from The Mustard Seed Project, the American Red Cross and the
Key Pen Parks staff thanking the LIC for its support.

Treasurer: Jim Hettinger reported that building rentals have been exceptional. The goal was set at
$15,000 for the year and we are already at $14,000. The building is also rented most weekends
through September and October.

The final figures for the fourth of July dance show a profit of $3,438.86.

Ice sales are doing extremely well.

$2,651.50 in Marina revenue was mistakenly attributed to August - it should have been included in the
July figures.

The Angel Guild has sent a check for $450 for hospitality for the vendors and volunteers at the upcom-
ing Fiber Arts Festival and a check for $2,500 to purchase toys for Kids and Christmas.

The checking account balance is $52,034.60.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Events: Kathy Lyons announced that a band has been found for the Labor Day Dance, preparations
for which are underway. Advance tickets may be purchased now, at a discount, for $12.50. She and
Jan Brown are hoping to line up shuttle service from the Marina to the Clubhouse. No more volunteers
are needed for the event. However, Peg Bingham does need additional help for a couple of hours in
the kitchen.

Building and Grounds: Sharon Gearhart declared the August 13 Clean Up Day a success and
thanked the volunteers for their work. The chimney is completely cleaned out, with the aid of the dumb
-bell solution proposed by Rose Loper. In addition, all of the back and front walls of the Clubhouse, as
far as could be reached with ladders, have been cleaned, in preparation for the grant work.

No parking signs will be set out at the front and at the north side (the latter a fire lane) of the building.

Marina: Mark Runions was not present.

A reminder that the Tacoma Power Squadron will be at the Marina the weekend of October 15th to
conduct boat free safety checks.

The dumpsters at the Marina are now locked, and only unlocked by Lynn Carr, because non-boaters
have been depositing refuse there. Signs will be ordered indicating that the dumpsters are for the use

of boaters only.

Sunshine: Marlies Van Cise announced $9,770 from receipts from the Key Center Market turned in
by members. She thanked Connie Hildahl for taking over the responsibility for gathering and collat-
ing the receipts.

She visited Delores and Wayne Argabright and says that they are not doing well.

The Longbranch Foundation: Clark Van Bogart will report on the Foundation’s annual meeting,
held July 26th, in the Newsletter.

A grant request has been prepared which would be submitted to our elected legislator in Septem-
ber, who would then present the proposal to the State of Washington. It is asking for funds, from
the capital budget, for the complete replacement of the west end of dock A at the Longbranch Mari-
na and two other projects. This construction could have a substantial impact on the Marina, with,
among other things, a disruption in access and electrical and water systems. We would deal with
the ramifications as best we can. Also, this would be a reimbursement grant, necessitating that the
LIC and/or the Foundation obtain a line-of-credit or a bridge loan, with interest payments. The
Foundation Board and the Marina Committee have approved going forward with this application.
The membership was asked to approve it as well. MSP.

New Business: Pat Muchmore reported that another road clean-up is needed. Since the Club-
house is rented through October on the weekends, she proposed that the clean-up take place on a
weekday, any day except Tuesday. Or, if on a weekend, it might be possible to use the Long-
branch fire station as the staging area.

As an aside, Pat would like to send a thank you to Keith McCloud, who cleans up along the road, if
anyone knows his address.

Kelly Hettinger reports that Thirsty Thursdays are a great success.

The next meeting will be held on September 21st and the speaker will be Karen Jorgesen of Back-
packs For Kids.

Meeting adjourned at 8 p.m.

Update on The Longbranch Foundation
September

The annual meeting of the Foundation’s Board of Directors was held on July 26™. The Board elected officers for
the next year (President — Clark Van Bogart, Vice President — Francie Carr, Secretary — Jane Eiseman, and
Treasurer — Jim Hettinger), approved and paid the $4,200 grant request from the LIC (covering replacement of
the north and south auditorium double doors), increased the size of the Board from five to seven, and took care
of a few other housekeeping matters.

In addition, the Foundation’s Board approved moving forward with a grant application covering various marina
construction projects under the purview of Washington State’s Community Project Program contingent upon
the LIC's Marina Committee, Board of Directors and Membership also approving the grant application going
forward. All of these approvals have been achieved. The Foundation’s Board determined this approach to be
in the best interest of the Foundation and the LIC because of two somewhat extraordinary considerations relat-
ed to this grant.

The first is that there may be a break in access to/from land at the marina for an indeterminate length of time
caused by the complete removal and replacement of the west on ‘A’ Dock (under the ramp). Unfortunately, this
could take place during the busy summer season. Every effort will be made to minimize any extended disrup-
tion, but we are to a certain degree at the mercy of the Washington State Departments of Natural Resources
and Fish and Wildlife, U. S. Army Corps. of Engineers, Pierce County, material availability, contractor sched-
ules, “fish windows”, and we will want to get the work done as soon as practicable if our grant is approved. Ob-
viously, we will be employing experienced contractors for this project whose very livelihood depends on suc-
cessful completion of projects of this magnitude, so we are optimistic any break in accessibility will be minimal.

The second consideration is equally important to understand. This grant is a “reimbursement” type, which
means all the approved work must be completed and bills paid before we will be reimbursed. What is signifi-
cant here is that these projects are expected to cost somewhere in the neighborhood of $250,000, and the LIC
and/or the Foundation will need to borrow money to pay for them. We do not anticipate this a major problem
because we won't expend a single dollar until we have the State’s approval letter in hand. Depending upon the
length of time between contract signing and the reimbursement, the interest cost will probably be in a range of
$5,000 to $15,000. Itis believed the LIC will have sufficient funds in its Marina Reserve to cover this expense.

Those of us who are knee deep in the trenches understand not all of our members have had an opportunity to
follow the progress on this grant application. Please be assured we are proceeding carefully and diligently as
we move through the process. | believe we are asking the necessary questions in order to fully and completely
understand (1) the process and all its ramifications, and (2) potential roadblocks along the way. We have the
best interest of the LIC and Foundation at heart in making sure we are doing the right things and involving the
right people so that we can bring this project to fruition. We do, however, recognize this will not be a completely
smooth process and there will be bumps along the way. Our hope is that our research and work thus far has
fully vetted everything and we can minimize these issues. We are always open to questions or concerns that
you, as LIC members, might have, so please contact me directly should you have any.

| am personally very excited about the possibility of getting this grant because success will place our Marina in
very good physical condition for the foreseeable future. Both boards are committed to ensuring the long term
viability of the Longbranch Marina and this is our best opportunity to do so.
